For the past 19 years he has been

the band director at Princeton High School where he directs the

renowned Princeton Studio Band and produces their recordings. During

his time at Princeton High School, the jazz program has won 10 state

championships and 16 national championships. In addition to

conducting the Princeton University Wind Ensemble, Mr. Bongiovi has

served as the musical advisor to The Princeton University Band since the

fall of 2018. He is the founder and director of the Philadelphia Jazz

Orchestra, an all-star high school and college ensemble that performs locally and tours Europe

each summer. The Philadelphia Jazz Orchestra hosts summer educational camps for students in

grades 3-12 as well. Mr. Bongiovi is also the founder of the National Jazz Festival which has

developed into the largest high school jazz festival in the country and is held in Philadelphia

each spring.
